BACKGROUND 
 
Per Montgomery College’s 2023-2028 Strategic Plan, Goal 2 cultivates a sense of belonging for 
everyone at the College by leveraging innovative teaching and delivery models to ensure 
equitable access and success for all students (and employees). Montgomery College currently 
offers 17 online degrees and 12 online certificates, with another five fully online programs 
pending approval from the Maryland Higher Education Commission. The College has seen 
tremendous growth in fully asynchronous online courses, and in recent years has also seen 
growth in synchronous structured remote courses. Open educational resources, zero cost 
textbooks, and extended winter enrollments also contribute to the College’s overall online 
enrollments.  
 
To better serve student needs, the graphic design discipline is prepared to offer a fully online 
delivery option for the general graphic design associate of applied science. Providing a fully 
online option for program completion offers working professionals a pathway to degree 
completion, and it helps family caregivers and full-time workers balance their personal and 
professional responsibilities while earning their degree in an online format. A fully online delivery 
option also allows the discipline to advertise the online program to attract more students. 
 
The outstanding quality of a Montgomery College education remains the same for programs with 
a fully online option.

THE PROPOSED FY25 CAPITAL BUDGET 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The proposed FY25 capital budget and six-year FY25–30 capital improvement program was 
presented and discussed at the October 16, 2023, Board of Trustees meeting. The capital 
improvement program is supported by and implements the College’s Facilities Master Plan. The 
request for FY25 is the second half of the FY25–30 biennial capital budget and totals 
$48,869,000. A copy of the proposed capital budget was distributed to the board at its October 
meeting. No changes to the budget were requested by the board. The board’s adoption of the 
proposed FY25 capital budget is necessary for the county executive’s consideration of these 
requests in the county’s capital improvement program. Attached is a summary table that shows 
the proposed FY25 request by project, along with the FY26 request for each project.

	 Scholarship and grants expenses of approximately $2.6 million reflect a 9.1 percent increase against budget as compared to Q1 of FY2023 with the actual outlay $622,000 higher in this current quarter.
	 Compensation and benefit expenses reflect similar tracking against budget as compared to Q1 of FY2023 but are 4.2 percent or approximately $1.9 million higher in this current quarter.
	 Spending on nonpayroll expenses, which include contracted services, supplies, and professional development, is trending lower than Q1 of 2023 by about $413,000. The main driver is reduced spending in contracted services. Employees are attending and ...
	
	 Q1 of FY24 financial results show that tuition and fees revenue to date represents 38.1 percent of budgeted revenues which is an increase of 6.2 percent above prior year Q1 results.
	 Noncredit aggregate revenues are 27.1 percent of budget for the year.
	 The state aid for the fund this year of $13.5 million reflects a budget increase of $3.1 million. As of quarter end, $3.3 million has been received.

	• Minority Serving Institution Portion- This fund allocated $2.3 million for minority serving institutions to expend similar to institutional funds. These funds have been fully expended.
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
