Three areas of concentration are offered: dance,
theatre performance, and theatre technical. Completion of all
requirements for any one of the areas of concentration will lead
to the award of the AA in arts and sciences.

This area of concentration is offered for the student who plans
to transfer to a four-year institution to study for a baccalaureate
degree with a major in theatre or plans to seek a professional
career in theatre after completing this program.
