For the past three years, the Paul Peck Institute for American Culture and Civic Engagement has attempted to raise awareness of the need for civic participation in society.  
Mr. Peck, as our generous benefactor, realizes that many of you have creative ideas for how you would like to infuse your course(s) in furtherance of these principles, whether those ideas relate to sponsoring of campus events, special speakers, in-class activities, etc.  In order to encourage your involvement with spreading the value of civic engagement across this institution, once again he is sponsoring a faculty/staff grant process by which you may apply for funds, up to a limit of $750, to sponsor an event, an activity, a program, or a project that relates to American culture and civic engagement.  Last year, the nursing faculty created a wonderful project that involved their students and civic action.  This year, Professor Dawn Avery was a recipient, and I know her music students were tremendously enriched by her program.  For this round, we would like to see even more of these dynamic ideas!

Attached you will find an application for your use in submitting your idea.  You will note that the application asks specific questions about the target audience for your project and how it relates to your course or support center.  This information will be used to evaluate requests.  The criteria for evaluation will include: (1) relevance to American culture and civic engagement, (2) “reach” of the initiative (in other words, how many individuals are expected to be informed by and impacted by this activity), (3) capability of replication, namely whether or not the initiative can be used in an on-going way and/or by other disciplines, and (4) the possibility of other partners or financial supporters, be they in-house organizations or those outside of Montgomery College.  

The deadline for this round of applications is February 1, 2008, with the expectation that the activity will occur in Spring 2008 Semester. Deadline for Submission: February 1, 2008

The purpose of this grant program is to provide resources for programs offered either through the instructional program or through Student Life that raise the level of civic engagement in students and/or the overall community.  
Applications will be considered for Spring Semester 2008, if received by February 1, 2008.  Applications will be processed immediately upon submittal, so earlier submission will speed the response.  The dollar limit for requests is $750 and the use of the funds must be clearly spelled out in the application form.  
When the funds are awarded, a follow-up report form will be sent to the proposer for completion at the end of the project.  These report forms will be used to compile a directory of associated activities that may be distributed broadly in a civic engagement tool kit.  

Examples of fundable projects include musical presentations with an American culture theme, art displays, book discussions, contests, events, etc.  Proposals will be judged based upon their relevance to the themes of fostering civic engagement and awareness of American culture and heritage.
