Spring 2012 Professional Week

As I look back over the past semester, I realize that the Germantown Campus and the College have made significant contributions toward affordability and accessibility and that our institution is becoming more relevant to the community.  Our campus took a lead in several new initiatives:  Professor Jackie Middleton’s Montgomery College Accelerated Program (MCAP) business students finished their first accelerated class; the Athenaeum Symposia, under the leadership of Acting Dean Joan Naake, brought well-received lectures from Lily Ledbetter, Ira Berlin, Lise Bruneau, and Marcus Kyd in a packed Globe Hall; a third group of postdoctoral students graduated with a Chief Science Officer Certificate, ready to further enhance an already thriving Biotechnology industry in our county; as part of a study tour, participants in the first US-India Higher Education Summit, co-chaired by Secretary Clinton, spent a half day at our campus; the College became the first community college to host a Fulbright-Nehru International Education Administrators Seminar, hosting more than 15 university presidents and other higher education leaders from India; and Dr. Lucy Laufe, Professor John Hamman, Dr. Michael Mills, Deans Michaelian, Naake, Roseberry, Latimer, and Bartolomeo all made presentations on the community college system and our programs at Montgomery College.  In addition, Dr. Pollard and I travelled with Governor O’Malley’s trade mission to India, along with County Executive Ike Leggett and several business and education leaders from across the state.  The Governor became the first sitting governor from Maryland to visit India, and his visit resulted in much closer ties and an understanding between two outstanding democracies and economic power houses of the world.  Business deals of approximately $60 million were inked during this visit, potentially creating much-needed jobs in Maryland.   

Our enrollment continues to rise.  We crossed the 7,000 student head count mark during this semester with an  increase of 4.8% over fall 2010 (from 6,827 to 7,154), and the fall 2011 credit hour enrollment increased 1.9% over fall 2010 (from 48,837 to 49,779).  I feel so privileged to be a part of the Germantown Campus community. It is exciting to see so many students choosing us for their academic pursuits and so much activity everywhere on campus. I commend all of you for making all this possible.   
We continue to face exciting and challenging budget times as we prepare for growth and change over the next several years, but I know that I can count on each of you to continue to give your very best efforts as we embark on this exciting journey together.  I am proud of our campus, and I am proud of you.  I sincerely value your commitment and dedication to our students.  You are truly an involved faculty, and your contributions have been significant.  You participate in forums, conferences, and workshops; make presentations; and publish articles and books.  It is because of you that our Honors and Renaissance Scholars programs continue to grow and remain outstanding.  Here at Germantown, we celebrate daily our opportunity to influence lives and create “endless possibilities.”  
Progress is being made on the many construction projects around campus, and the actual construction of the Bioscience Building is expected in the late spring.  Also, the site has been cleared for the new Child Care Center, and the plan is to have it operational for fall of 2012.  In addition, construction of the new Holy Cross Hospital may be underway before the end of the year.  Despite all these changes to the campus, over one-third of the campus has now been officially dedicated to open space, including the 46-acre forest reserve on the west side of campus which will also double as an outdoor classroom. In an effort to keep you informed, it is my plan to provide you with regular construction activity updates, including a link on the campus website with the latest information.
I am including a Germantown Professional Week calendar and hope that you will be able to attend those events and workshops that are of importance and interest to you.  I look forward to seeing you, refreshed and revitalized, at the Germantown Campus meeting on Wednesday, January 18, at 9:30 a.m. in Globe Hall, and at the “meet and greet” preceding it at 9 a.m. in the lower atrium just outside Globe Hall.  I also wish to remind you that the spring collegewide meeting will be held on Tuesday, January 17, at the Takoma Park/Silver Spring Campus.  To see updates to the Germantown Professional Week calendar or to view information for all Professional Week activities, logon to MyMC.
