parking…
Ahhh, parking…it isn’t as bad as it seems!

If you work during the evening or on Saturdays, you may park at the meters or on Maryland Avenue for free.  The enclosed map will show you the location of the parking areas.

You will need a UB parking permit to park in any of the UB lots or garage.  To obtain the permit, submit your name, address, and Social Security number to the Business Office at CH 127 and pay $30.00.  Your permit must be renewed each semester.  With a hangtag, it is more convenient and secure to park in the lots or garage.  The UB shuttles will take you to your car; that sure is nice when it is raining or late!

But a note:

During the summer of 2000, North Charles Street in front of the Charles Hall and Academic Center buildings was closed to replace the bridge. 

Allow extra time to come to school and park.  I strongly encourage you to buy the parking permit and park in the UB garage on Biddle street or in the Bolton Yard lot.  There are NO parking spaces or meters on Maryland Avenue any longer and Maryland Avenue is now 2-way.

You will receive a map of the campus and other information regarding traffic.
