Tape Recorded Lecture Policy Agreement 

Students with disabilities who are unable take or read notes have the right to tape record class lectures for their personal study only. In the Rules and Regulations outlining procedures for compliance with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (Nondiscrimination On the Basis of Handicap), it is stated, in the HEW Regulation I, Subsection 84.44 (8), "a recipient to which to this subpart applies may not impose upon handicapped students...rules such as the prohibition of tape recorders (or braillers) in classrooms that have the effect of limiting the participation of handicapped students in the recipient's education program or activity." 

Tape-recorded lectures may not be used in any way against the faculty member, other lecturers, or students whose classroom comments are tape-recorded as part of the class activity. Information contained in the tape-recorded lecture is protected under federal copyright laws and may not be published or quoted without the express consent of the lecturer without giving proper identity and credit to the lecturer. All tapes must be erased or turned in to the DSS office at the end of the semester.
