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PREFACE

This publication is an effort to summarize much of the frequently-requested Fiscal Year data the College reports to various
external entities (e.g., the U.S. Department of Education, the Maryland Higher Education Commission, etc.) or that is
compiled regularly for internal College constituents.
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SUMMARY AND HIGHLIGHTS

Student enrollments in Workforce Development & Continuing Education (WDCE) for FY 2010 were slightly lower than in FY 2009, but total
hours of enrollment continued to increase — more students are taking longer courses. And, 1,693 students took both WDCE and credit
courses during the year. WDCE students, compared to credit students, are older (median age=36) and slightly more of them are female.

Unduplicated students — that is, students who attended more than one course or in more than one term, increased for credit students and
decreased slightly for WDCE students. Overall, unduplicated students at the College numbered 60,698. FTEs for the year increased by
15% from FY 2007.

The 50 credit courses (of the 1,339 that ran sometime during the year) with the largest enrollments contained 55% of the total student
enrollments for the year. EN102, PY102, EN101, SO101, and MA103 were the top 5 in enrollment.

In FY 2010, there were 2,170 recipients of Degrees (1,878), Certificates (247), or Letters of Recognition (45).

Students who accumulated 12 credits or more and transferred to a four-year institution numbered 4,676 in FY 2010 — 1,443 of them
received an Associate Degree or Certificate prior to transfer and 3,233 transferred without having graduated. Another 3,044 transferred
prior to attaining 12 credits at the College. (note: most transfer data — “rates” and reports — typically only include students with 12 or more
credits earned at the community college.)

More than $51 million financial aid dollars were awarded in FY 2010 to 14,626 students. 7,196 students received Pell Grants.

In Fall, 2010, there were 1,732 full-time employees and 883 part-time employees at the College. Full-time instructional faculty numbered
522, there were 1,131 full-time staff and 79 full-time administrators. More than half (57%) of the full-time employees were female, 56%
were White, 26% were Black, 10% were Asian, and 7% were Hispanic. Of full-time instructional faculty, 57% were female, 28% were non-
white, and more than one-third (35%) of the full-time faculty held doctorate or equivalent degrees

The Degree Progress Analysis model developed by the Maryland Community College Research Group (MCCRG) to provide reporting on
student progress toward degrees or certificates for entering student cohorts contains data for the Fall 2004 and Fall 2005 cohorts. Among
other findings, these reports show that 49-54% of these students graduated or transferred (or both) and that 73-77% were “successful or
persisting.” Rates for developmental students who completed their required coursework were equivalent to, or higher than, their college-
ready counterparts.

Unrestricted Current Fund revenues for FY 2010 were $244.1 million, and expenditures were $ 234.8 million.

Tuition per credit for in-county residents in FY 2010 was $ 107 - up from $ 93 in FY 2007. Full-time students taking 15 credits per semester
paid $ 4,272 last year in tuition and fees, compared to $ 3,708 in FY 2007. A full-time out-of-state resident paid $11,184 last year.
