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Mini - Profile of Spring 2008 Students at Montgomery College

Spring 2007 student headcount is 22,1885 - an increase of 663 students (3.1%) from last spring,
and credit hours of enroliment are 197,292 - up 3.6% from last year. Students took an average of
8.9 credits, up slightly from last spring's 8.8 average load, while the number of full-time students
rose 3.4% to comprise 36% of the student body.

Nearly nine-in-ten students were "continuing or returning," while 6.5% were new-to-college and
3.3% were transfer-in students and one-half of a percent (n=109) were dual-enrolled high school
students. Sixty-two percent of the students are nonwhite or "more than one race," and fifty-five
percent are women. Some 2,551 students (11.5%) are taking at least one distance learning
course - up 312 students from last spring.
