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Spring 2009 student headcount is 23,360 - an increase of 1,172 students (5.3%) from last spring's 22,188, 

and credit hours of enrollment are 207,615 - up 3.6% from last year's 197,292.  Students took an average 

of 8.88 credits, down slightly from last spring's 8.89 average load, while the number of full-time students 

rose 5.7% to comprise 36.2% of the student body.

About 86% of the students (20,059) were "continuing or returning" - some 4,756 of them had been new in 

Fall or Winter, while 14% were new-to-the-college in Spring.  Sixty-three percent of the students are 

nonwhite or "more than one race," and fifty-four percent are women.  Some 2,885 students (12.4%) are 

taking at least one distance learning course - up 333 students from last spring.
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
