Second Area of Concentration: Minor in Sociology

The minor in sociology will consist of a minimum of 18 credits. At least 6 of these credits must be taken at the
upper level (300 or 400). Up to 12 credits of the minor may be completed at Montgomery College, through
selection of the UMBC equivalent sociology classes. Upper level classes to fulfill the minor will be taken from
among sociology course offerings at the Shady Grove Center.

No course in which a student earns a grade below “C” may count toward the minor.
