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MC TRANSFER INFORMATION DAYS   FALL 2009 
 

Representatives from over 40 colleges and universities will be available to meet with students to answer 
questions about majors, the application process, scholarships and transfer requirements.  

DEADLINES MATTER!   

Transfer admission to Maryland public schools has become increasingly competitive.  U. of MD - College Park, 
Towson, and Salisbury, among others, have reported dramatic increases in transfer applications for Fall 2009.  For 
the first time ever, both Towson and Salisbury created a "Spring Admission Offer" to handle the overflow of 
transfer students who were qualified for admission but who did not apply early enough for acceptance.  All 
Maryland state-supported schools have seen a rise in MD residents who previously went to out-of-state schools; 
these students are transferring back to MD system schools for economic reasons.  The result:  greater competition 
for transfer student seats.   

UMCP received over 7,000 applications for a transfer class of 1,900 for Fall 2009. According to their Admissions 
Office, the Admissions Committee "considers each application for transfer admission individually, reviewing the 
student's academic record, grades received in all college-level courses, and the rigor of the student's academic 
program. Completion of Fundamental Studies English and mathematics is critical for all transfer applicants."  (Note:  
Fundamental Studies English = MC’s EN 102 or EN 109, Fundamental Mathematics = MA 110 or higher.) 

Because transfer admission has become so competitive and space is limited, all students are encouraged to apply 
well BEFORE the transfer deadlines posted.  MC transfer counselors advise applying to ANY school  by October 15 
for Spring 2010, and by February 1 or earlier for Fall 2010.  Many schools do not consider applications to be 
complete until they've received transcripts, so remember to send a transcript with the application (or, if this is your 
first semester, request that it be sent in early January if your goal is to transfer next Fall 2010).   

Welcome, Freshmen - It's Not Too Early to Start Planning for Your Next Move! 

 
Welcome to Montgomery College - now it’s time to plan for transfer - even though you've just arrived!  When your goal is to graduate 
from a four-year institution with a bachelor’s degree, it’s important to start thinking about where and when you’ll transfer.   

DECIDE WHERE You'll Go 

SEARCH for potential schools.  Consider factors like location, major or majors offered, size, and cost. Use free search programs on the  
MC Transfer Page, www.montgomerycollege.edu/transfer 

TALK to a counselor at Montgomery College while you consider your options. The best time to visit Counseling & Advising is in mid-
September through early November.

ATTEND the MC TRANSFER INFORMATION DAY  

VISIT schools.  Take a tour of the campus, sit in on classes if possible - this is the best way to determine whether the school is a good fit.  
Find college visit information on the Admissions Page of any school’s website – check for a specific link to Transfer Admissions.   
 

DECIDE WHEN You'll Go: 

Transfer after One Year at MC – students with this aim need to earn 30 credits, or roughly two-to-three semesters worth  

of work.  Choose the Transfer Studies Certificate, a great way to line up your credits for a smooth transfer.   

 WHEN TO APPLY: If you were admissible as a high school senior (that is, if your grade point average [GPA] and SAT  
scores met the school's freshman admission requirements, you can apply at any time now (Fall 2009) for admission  
for the Fall of 2010. Watch each school's Transfer Admissions webpage to find out when the transfer application  
becomes available, and read on the previous page below.  If you want the school to see your first semester's grades at 
Montgomery College (grades from this Fall 2009), you should apply in late December / early January 2010 for the 
Fall of 2010.  You'll still need to submit your high school record and SAT's, but your grades from Fall 2009 will be an 
important factor.  Many schools will ask that you send a second copy of your transcript at the end of Spring 2010  
before they can make a decision to admit you.  This is a standard procedure.   

Transfer after Two Years at MC – by completing 56 credits or an Associate’s degree (60 credits).  The majority of transfer 

scholarships are granted to students who have completed an associate's degree.  See any counselor or departmental advisor for 
assistance in choosing courses and planning for transfer.  Consider General Studies as the most flexible transfer degree; or, if you 
have a specific major in mind, such as Engineering or Business, discuss your degree options with a departmental advisor.  

 WHEN TO APPLY:  If you have between 24 - 30 credits on showing as completed on your transcript, and your GPA meets 
the transfer requirement (for many schools, a 2.5 or higher), you can apply NOW (September - December 2009) for 
transfer admission for Fall 2010. 

 

READY TO APPLY?  YOU NEED TO KNOW:  

 Applications  - Most schools prefer online applications over paper forms.  Online, your information can be entered quickly 

into an admissions databases and there's little chance of a lost form.  Many schools let you track the progress of your online 
application.  

 Writing College Essays:  While it's true that most colleges are more concerned about the content of a transfer student's 

transcript than they are about the application essay, don't overlook this important chance to let schools know who you are.  
The suggestions below apply to essays for all types of program admissions.  Take this task seriously - don't dash it off alone 
without having someone else review your work.  See important tips on the MC Transfer Page

Letters of Recommendation 
 
DID YOU KNOW?  NOT ALL TRANSFER APPLICATIONS REQUIRE LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION.  

Please check carefully so that you don't burden professors unnecessarily.  Schools that do NOT ask for 
letters of recommendation with transfer admissions applications include UMCP, Towson, UMBC, 

Salisbury, Morgan State and Frostburg.  Each of these schools will admit you based on your grades in 

MC courses.  Provide letters of recommendation only  if your situation is unusual when schools do not 

require recommendations.    

If your transfer school or scholarship application form specifically requires letters of recommendation, 

use the blank recommendation form provided by the school or program. Chose current or recent 

teachers who know you well enough to say positive things about you.  Help them by providing a list of

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your current activities and interests.  Use a printable questionnaire from the MC Transfer Page to 

provide background information to faculty members to make letter-writing more effective. This Word 

Document also includes a generic recommendation form. 
www.montgomerycollege.edu/Departments/studev/RecForm.doc   Remember to give recommendation 

writers at least two weeks to complete your form.  If you know that you'll need more than one letter 

from a professor or counselor, let them know in advance that you'll be coming back for more.   

Requesting Copies of Your Montgomery College Transcript 

In general, you'll need two copies of your transcript sent for each college application:   one to be sent 
with the application form, and a second one sent at the end of the semester showing your final 

grades.   There's a $5.00 charge per MC transcript sent.  Find the request form at Admissions or on 

the web, www.montgomerycollege.edu/admissions/transcripts.html   It's fine to have your first 

transcript sent separately from your application form.  When transcripts arrive at schools where 
applications have not been received, schools hold on to transcripts for about 6 months, waiting for the 

rest of the application to arrive.  Have your transcript sent if you're nearing a deadline and your 

application isn't quite done.  Note for students applying to Maryland state schools (UMCP, UMBC, 

UMES, UMUC, Towson, Frostburg, Salisbury) - your transcripts will be sent electronicallyðthis is the 
method that is PREFERRED by those schoolsð electronic applications and transcripts make the process 

faster and more reliable.   

If You Donôt Have 30 Credits on Your Transcript When You Apply, you'll be asked to  

send in your high school transcript and a copy of your SAT scores.  Remember that your grades from courses  

at MC will be the most important factor in the decision  to admit, so donôt be too nervous if your high school 
information doesnôt tell the whole story of what kind of student you are now.

Apply for Guaranteed Transfer Admission to the University of Maryland, 

College Park through the Maryland Transfer Advantage Program! 

The Maryland Transfer Advantage Program (MTAP) guarantees transfer admission to Montgomery College 
students who complete 30 or more credits and who have a 3.0 grade point average (for all majors except 

Limited Enrollment Programs).   MTAP students are invited to participate in advising information 

sessions for all majors while enrolled at MC, and they have opportunities to take courses at UM while 

enrolled as students at MC.  MTAP is FREE - for further details regarding the requirements & benefits of this 

program, go to the MTAP Website: www.montgomerycollege.edu/MTAP  

PRE-TRANSFER ADVISING for All UM Hopefuls: 

Two Pre-Transfer Advisers at the University of Maryland, College Park are available to answer questions 

about preparing for transfer.  Schedule an in-person, an e-mail, or a phone appointment by visiting the  

UMCP Pre-Transfer Admissions website at www.transferadvising.umd.edu.   
The University of Maryland Pre-Transfer Advisors hold walk-in hours on Mondays and Thursdays at UMCP 

from 1:30pm-4pm this fall.  This is a great opportunity for students with *quick questions* to receive 

immediate assistance.  Students with more detailed questions (transferability of credits, remaining major 

requirements, academic planning) are encouraged to schedule a regular 30-minute appointment.

Every Business Major Needs to Know...  

Business is a booming major at the Robert H. Smith School, University of Maryland College Park - both Main and Shady 

Grove campuses - so much so that early advising is critical to admissions success.  What does it take to get into Smith?  

Besides a terrific grade point average, each student's application is examined for evidence of leadership activities, work 
experience and challenging courses.  This is information that incoming freshmen at MC must know.  Involvement in

Have a Plan B ready: 

Consider alternate majors at UMCP: 

 The Communication major at the Main Campus has a Public Relations track that is very similar to Marketing.  

Important courses at MC to prepare for this major:  MA 116 Elements of Statistics, SP 108 Intro to Human 
Communication, another SP elective, and SP 250 Intro to Communication Theory.   Students must also show 
proficiency in a foreign language at the intermediate (201) level.  This is a Limited Enrollment Program with other 
requirements - see the LEP page for details.    

 Economics - requires MA 160 Elementary Applied Calculus.  See other requirements:www.bsos.umd.edu/econ/  
 Agricultural and Resource Economics www.arec.umd.edu/Academics/Undergraduate/index.cfm  
 Natural Resources Management www.nrmt.umd.edu/  
 Psychology or Sociology, etc. etc. - although these are not business-related, many people have moved into the world 

of business without a business major.  See the long list of UM majors for other ideas:  
www.uga.umd.edu/admissions/academics/majors.asp .  If you choose a non-business major, be sure to seek out 
college internships in the business world. 

 Add Business courses to any major through summer classes at UM.  Unlike the regular school year, students can take 
BMGT courses during summer sessions on a first-come, first-served basis.  Business is not a minor available at UM, 
but students can pick up BMGT courses as electives in summers to enhance other majors. 

 Some feel that regardless of major, UM is the place where big companies interview for employees.Not alll companies  
look strictly for business majors.  Being a UM student gives access to interviewing companies.  Sample employers

U. of Baltimore's Main Campus offers:  B.S. Business Administration, with  specializations in: Accounting,Computer

Business, Management, Marketing, and Bachelor’s Degrees in B.S. in Management Information Systems ; B.S. in Real 
Estate and Economic Development ; Web Bachelor's ; Accelerated Business Bachelor's to Master's Program ;Early 
Entry Law Option (B.S.BA/JD)  

 UMBC:  While the University of Maryland, Baltimore County does not offer a Business major, they have a Financial 
Economics BS; a Health Administration and Policy BS; an Information Systems BS and the new Bachelor of Arts in 
Business Technology Administration Program  for students who want a basic education in the use of PC-based office 
information systems.   UMBC also has many business "minors" in the form of Certificates, which, when added to 
another major, give students business skills.  Here are titles of Administrative and Managerial Sciences Certificates:   
Finance; Management Science; Personnel & Industrial Psychology; Preprofessional Studies in Accounting.  
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Business programs on the outer edges of commutability (about an hour and a half from Rockville Campus): 

 Morgan State University's Earl Graves School of Business and Management:  Morgan offered over 60 scholarships to 
MC students this past year.  Students w/ a 3.0 or higher qualified for full-tuition awards; w/ a 3.5 or higher were offered 
full tuition and room and board. Morgan's highly regarded business program is AACSB-accredited (as is Smith).   

 Towson University's School of Business and Management is also AACSB accredited.  Majors include:  Business 
Administration with tracks and concentrations: Legal Studies, Economics, Finance, Human Resource Management, 
International Business, Management, and Marketing.  Also:  Minor in Business Administration; Financial Planning 
Certification Preparation; Combined Major in Business Administration (Marketing) and Electronic Business; Combined 
Major in Business Administration and Computer Information Systems; e-Business:  Major in e-Business; Major in e-
Business with Track in Financial Planning ; Combined Major in Electronic Business and Business Administration 
(Marketing) ; Combined Major in Electronic Business and Computer Information Systems.   Only one math course is 
required for all business programs at Towson:  MA 116 Elements of Statistics or BA 210, Statistics for Business Admin.

Community College Transfer Scholarship recipients receive $3,300 for full-time study or $1,650 for part-time study.  
Awards can be automatically renewed.  More information about the scholarship can be found at www.umuc.edu/ccsp. 
 
The criteria for the Community College Transfer scholarship include:  Completion of the Associate’s degree from MC;  
Minimum cumulative 3.0 GPA from MC; Submission of electronic Admissions application and the scholarship 
application; US citizen or eligible non-citizen status 
 
Additionally, UMUC will award 10 Montgomery College students the Dr. Evelyn Bata Student Success Scholarship for 
the 2009-2010 academic year. This part-time scholarship will cover full tuition and fees for up to 12 credits per 
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academic year over a three year period. Students need to have a minimum 2.75 GPA and at least 40 credits from MC.  
The UMUC/MC Alliance Program helps students to have a seamless transition from their associate’s to their bachelor’s. 
UMUC accepts up to 70 applicable credits from MC and includes the following additional benefits: 
 
ǐ UMUC application fee of $50 waived if students complete UMUC Admissions application while they are current 
students at Montgomery College.  
ǐ Simultaneous enrollment at both UMUC and MC 

ǐ Access to the extensive University System of Maryland library, tutoring, writing assistance, career counseling, 
computer labs, and more.
