The Upload Wizard provides a simple interface for uploading files.
It can be invoked via integration with Windows Explorer (just right click on file(s) or folder(s) and select upload using the WS_FTP Upload Wizard!)
You can launch the Upload Wizard as a stand-alone application via the shortcut provided in the WS_FTP Home program group. 
· Move site information from WS_FTP LE to WS_FTP Home without using the Upload Site Wizard by following the procedure below.
Manually import site files from WS_FTP LE – When not using the Site Import Wizard you can follow these steps to import your files. 

Procedure

1. On the computer running WS_FTP LE, edit the WS_FTP.ini file, located in the C:\Program Files\WS_FTP directory, using Notepad.exe or any text editor. This file contains all the saved FTP site information.
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2. Search for the [_config_] section in the file. An example is shown below.


Example:

[_config_]

SESSION=Ipswitch

VIEWER=notepad

AUTOSTART=1

MAILADDR=wsftp605@

3. Delete the entire [_config_] section. 


4. Save the modified file as ORIGINAL.ini in the same folder and exit Notepad.exe or the text editor.

5. Install WS_FTP Home v9.01, if it is not yet installed.

6. Copy the ORIGINAL.ini file to the location of the .ini files for WS_FTP Home v9.01.

The .ini files are located with the user profile information on the computer so that each user can view only their own pre-configured sites. The path to that location depends on the operating system, as shown below.

On Windows2000/XP:

C:\Documents and Settings\<username>\Application Data\Ipswitch\WS_FTP\Sites

On Windows 95/98/ME:
C:\Windows\Aplication Data\Ipswitch\WS_FTP\Sites

On Windows NT: 
C:\WINNT\Profiles\<username>\Application Data\Ipswitch\WS_FTP\Sites

Important Note: The "Application Data" folder in Windows 2000 and in XP is a hidden folder. You will need to show all hidden files/folders in your Windows Explorer settings.

7. Edit the WS_FTP.ini file for WS_FTP Home v9.01 using Notepad.exe or any text editor.  In Windows 2000/XP, this file is located in the directory shown below.
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8. Type the following entries in the WS_FTP.ini file and make sure there is no path in the filename.

[MySites]
FILENAME=original.ini

9. Run WS_FTP Home v9.01.

10. Click on Site Manager from the Tools menu. You can now find your old FTP site profiles under the 'MySites' folder in the Site Manager window, as shown below.
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11. Once you have verified the WS_FTP Home v9.01 installation, uninstall WS_FTP LE.
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
