Overview Of APA Format Guideline & Rules

FORMAT

· title of “References” is centered at top of page

ENTRIES

· are double-spaced 

· have “hanging indent” 

· are arrange alphabetically

· have no final period if ending with a URL

AUTHORS

· last name first

· use initials for first and middle names

· separate names and parts of names with commas

· use ampersand before last author’s name

· if more than six names, end with “et al.”
TITLES: BOOKS 

· capitalize first word of title, first word of subtitle

· capitalize proper nouns

· all other words begin with lowercase letters

· italicize

TITLE: JOURNALS

· capitalize first word of title and all proper nouns

· put in quotation marks

TITLE: ARTICLES & ENTRIES

· capitalize first word of title or encyclopedia entry and all proper nouns

CITY OF PUBLICATION

· these cities do not require corresponding state information: Baltimore, Boston, Chicago, Los Angeles, New York, Philadelphia, San Francisco

· all other cities are followed with comma and two-letter state abbreviations

PUBLISHER’S NAME

· shorten publisher names, but do not omit “Press” or “Books” from names

· full names for associations, corporations, and university presses

PAGINATION

· pages for newspaper articles and books are preceded with “p.” or “pp.”

· pages for journals and magazines are just the numbers themselves

· for inclusive numbers, give full page numbers
