Animals are eukaryotic, multicellular, heterotrophic organisms

     Obtain nutrients by ingestion – means eating food

     Most reproduce sexually forming a zygote after fertilization of egg by sperm

         Cells divide and get blastula – early embryonic stage having hollow mass of cells

         Next stage is gastrula – layers of cells that eventually form all adult body parts

                This stage also has a primitive gut which will form digestive compartment

           Continued development, growth and maturation can lead to an adult 

          Some animals have a sexually  immature stage separate from the adult

                Called larval stage and organism called a larva

                Anatomically distinct, eats different foods, may have different habitat

                Change in body form from larval to adult called metamorphosis
