Math 097 – Using Study Guides to Study Math
· Besides reading the book and doing the homework it helps to organize the contents of each of the sections by writing a study guide. 
· A study guide contains the vocabulary and the different problem-types of a section. 
· By listing the problem types, the overwhelming number of problems listed at the end of each section, becomes a more manageable number. 
· You will realize that in most of the sections you have to learn at most 15 different problem types. 
· As you study the sections covered in class, go over the study guides. 

· List vocabulary

· Write an example or explain how to solve each type of problem
· Study guides are helpful if you use them to review on a daily basis. 
· You should spend at least 15 minutes per night “thinking” on the steps to solve the different problem-types. 
· It’s better if you select a few topics from each section and “jump” from section to section. 
· You may think this is a waste of time, but in reality, if you use them on a daily basis, the day of the test, when all problems are mixed up, you’ll be able to look at a problem and know what to do.
