Course Description: This course is intended to prepare students for a mathematics foundation course. We’ll study a variety of functions and their applications: linear, polynomial, radical, exponential, and logarithmic functions. 

Prerequisite: A grade of C or better in MA091, or an appropriate score on the math placement test.

Textbook: INTERMEDIATE ALGEBRA, Functions and Authentic Applications by Jay Lehmann, Prentice Hall, 4rd Edition. Through MyMathLab (which is required) you have access to the electronic book. D.  Writing assignments need to be completed using complete sentences, appropriate grammar and punctuation.  

E. If you use any of the help resources as you work online, make sure you learn the procedures. During quizzes and tests you will not be given any help.

Supplement your online work with book-work! There is a list of suggested problems at the end of the syllabus. Do more problems if you have difficulty with the material. 

Questions on homework will be discussed at the beginning of each class; however, I recommend you come to my office or the Math Science Center to clarify your questions.
