Math XL OPTIONAL - In the bookstore, a new book comes bundled with a MathXL Access code: MathXL is an online homework and tutorial system. If you have used it before and you want to use it again, it will be incorporated into your grade. If not, it will not count. I will list below two grading schemes. 
Calculator: 
A graphing calculator is required for this course. TI-83, TI-83+ (recommended), TI-82, TI-86 (acceptable). A TI-83+/84 will be used for class demonstrations. TI-81, TI-85, TI-89, TI-92 (not acceptable).

Math 103 - INTERMEDIATE ALGEBRA
The prerequisite for MA 103 is a satisfactory score on the math placement test or a grade of C or better in MA 091 (Introductory Algebra), or an appropriate score on a placement test.  It is unlikely that a student who has not met the prerequisite will be able to pass the course.

MA 103 is a continuation of an elementary algebra course, and the algebraic skills are more complex, the problems may involve many steps instead of just a few, and the thinking skills are more sophisticated.  Topics studied include linear and quadratic equations, factoring polynomials, algebraic fractions, exponents and logarithms, and the function concept.  MA 103 is the prerequisite for a college-level math course.
