Course Catalog Description: Elementary Chinese I is a beginning-level Mandarin Chinese language class intended for learners who have little or no prior knowledge of Mandarin Chinese.  The course teaches the four skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing, with focus on the pronunciation system and the basic writing system.  Grammar is taught in context, and dialogues that simulate real-life situation are used for oral practice.  The class meets five hours a week.
Attendance/Punctuality: You are required to attend all classes and to arrive on time.  Each unexcused absence will result in a one-point loss from the final semester grade.  Three late arrivals equal one absence.  An excused absence is an absence which involves legal situations, unanticipated medical emergencies, or other serious matters for which documentation can be provided.  Traffic problems, appointments that can be scheduled at various times other than class time, general sickness, and other undocumented situations do not count as excused absences.  Whenever possible, notify the instructor of expected absences or tardiness.

Goals: By the end of the semester, students who are ready to move out of CH101 will have the following knowledge:

· The pronunciation system of Mandarin Chinese
· The Pinyin Romanized orthography which represents Mandarin Chinese pronunciation

· Basic Mandarin Chinese vocabulary

· Basic Mandarin Chinese grammar (sentence structure, question patterns, attributives)
· The ability to recognize and write hundreds of Chinese characters
