CS140 Introduction to Programming


The Basics of the Visual Studio Integrated Development Environment

1. Use Windows Explorer to create a folder (directory) on the lab machine under C:\Temp called yourname, for example C:\Temp\John. Remember, it is very important to have a definite place prepared for your files when you begin a programming project.

2. Start Visual C++ 6.0 from the Start Menu and perform the following steps to create a project and source code file and then build your program:

· Close “Tip of the Day” if necessary

· File | New | Projects

· Name project “cs140practice1”

· Set Location to C:\Temp\yourname (as appropriate)

· Select “Win32 Console Application”
·  “OK” | “Finish” | “OK”

· Click on the “FileView” tab

· Click “cs140practice files”
· File | New

· Select “C++ source file”
· Name file “cs140practice”
· Make sure “Add to project” checkbox is checked

· “OK”

· Enter the following program code;


// cs140practice.cpp


// My first Visual C++ project


#include <iostream>


using namespace std;


int main()


{



cout  << "CS 140 Project \n"; 



cout  << "My first Visual C++ program created \n";


cout  << "with MS Integrated Development Environment!\n";



return 0;


}

· Save your work

· Build | Compile cs140pr2.exe

· Build | Build cs140pr2.exe

· Build | Execute cs140pr2.exe

· Save your work

3. Close project using File | Close Workspace | “Yes” (NOTE: there is no “Close Project” option)

4. For further details in creating a console application in C++, please refer to Pp. 141-151 in the text. Try to create a new project of your own that would produce a different output. You can call it practice2 and give your source code file the same name.
