1. Learn the VISUAL BASIC language.

2. Learn the elements of a good Windows programming style.

3. Gain substantial experience in the development of VB programs through extensive hands-on programming in a laboratory setting.

4. Learn how to use the VB.NET development environment, forms/controls, menus, data types, file handling, program flow control and selected advanced features.

Prerequisites

· A working knowledge of Microsoft Windows

· One or more programming courses, or equivalent experience

Course Description:
The course covers how to write programs for the Windows programming environment using Microsoft Visual Basic language.  It teaches the student how to develop an application, using tools and forms, a graphical user interface, event-driven programs, built-in functions, procedures, arrays and records.  Students will also learn how to debug and test applications.
