Working with Console Windows


Part I: MS-DOS Prompt Windows (Windows 9x, ME)

Setting Screen Size in the MS-DOS Prompt Properties Dialog
1. Find the link that starts the MS-DOS Prompt window.

2. Right-click and choose “Properties” from context menu

3. Select the “Screen” tab in the properties dialog

4. Select either “43 lines” or “50 lines” in “Initial size” list box

5. Click on OK

6. The next time you open the window the settings will take effect

7. The settings only apply to the specific link that created the console window
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Copying Text in an MS-DOS Prompt Window
1. Click “Mark” button on toolbar (for Win 9x – for Windows 2000/XP use the Command Prompt window control menu )
2. Select the desired text using the mouse

3. Click the “Copy” button on toolbar (Note: the Mark and Copy commands can also be accessed from the window control menu).

4. You can now paste the text into a document for printing and/or saving.
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Part II: Command Prompt Windows (Windows NT, 2000, XP)

Setting Screen Size in the Command Prompt Properties Dialog
1. Open the Command Prompt window.

2. Open the control menu by clicking the window icon and select “Properties”

3. Select the “Layout” tab in the properties dialog

4. Select the desired “Screen Buffer Size”: this is the number of rows and columns the window “remembers”.

5. Select the desired Height (rows) and Width (columns) in the “Window Size” panel: this is the number of rows and columns the window displays.

6. Click on OK

7. Select “Modify shortcut…” option in click OK in the “Apply Properties” dialog box

8. The will now apply to the Command Prompt Window from this link permanently
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Copying Text in a Command Prompt Window
1. Open the control menu by clicking the window icon and select “Edit | Mark”

2. Select the desired text using the mouse

3. Open the control menu by clicking the window icon and select “Edit | Copy” or just press <Enter>.

4. You can now paste the text into a document for printing and/or saving.
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
