Introductory Programming Project 1


Learning the basics of creating an application using Visual C++ 6.0 and the Visual Studio integrated development environment (IDE).

1. Use Windows Explorer to create a folder (directory) on your computer’s hard drive under C:\Temp called yourname, for example C:\Temp\rosser . Use names with 8 characters or less and no spaces. NOTE: the file, directory and project names used here are just suggestions – you can use any names you like for practicing these techniques.
2. Start Visual C++ from the Start Menu and perform the following steps:

· Close “Tip of the Day” if necessary

· From the menus: File | New | Projects

· Name project  Hello
· Set Location to C:\Temp\yourname (as appropriate)

· Select “Win32 Console Application” (make sure you choose this exact option)
·  “OK” | “Finish” | “OK”

· Click on the “FileView” tab at the bottom of the Workspace pane (left side of window)

· Click on “Hello files”
· From the menus: File | New

· Select “C++ source file”
· Name file  Hello
· Make sure “Add to project” checkbox is checked

· “OK”

· Enter the following source code (based on Fig 1.2 in the text C++ How to Program):


// Hello.cpp


#include <iostream>


int main()


{



std::cout  <<  “Welcome to C++!\n”;



return 0; // 0 indicates program terminated successfully


}

· Save your work

· From menus: Build | Compile Hello.exe

· Build | Build Hello.exe (note that you can do the build without doing a separate compile)

· if there are errors correct them until you have a clean compile and build

· Build | Execute Hello.exe

3. Close project using File | Close Workspace | “Yes” (NOTE: there is no “Close Project” option)

4. For further practice, enter and compile programs from the beginning chapters in your text. You should enter the code in small increments, i.e. one line at a time while compiling, building and executing after each addition or modification to the source code.
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
