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	EARLY BIRMINGHAM:
	Birmingham is a quintessential New South city. Forged from the investments of Northern industrialists with ex-Confederate boosters who sold the story that their city would be a new model of economic ingenuity for the South. A city of great promise, Birmingham was founded after the Civil War in 1871. Located at the intersection of the Alabama & Chattanooga Railroad and the South & North Railroad, the founding fathers anticipated great profits from its “huge untapped deposits of coal and iron ore.” Boosters argued that its proximity to well-established transportation systems and ports of commerce made Birmingham a sound investment. According to one report in 1886: “Birmingham will become the workshop of the great territory bounded by the Ohio and Mississippi rivers, the Atlantic Ocean and the Gulf of Mexico.” 
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
