- Complete a minimum of 15 Credits at 200 level, with at least 3 credit hours at the 200 level from the Core.
- Have a GPA of 2.0.
+ ENGL 101/011, if needed for ENGL 102/ENGL 103, or select a general elective.
« Behavioral and Social Science Distribution (BSSD) courses must come from different disciplines.**
« Students must complete one Global or Cultural Perspectives designated course as part of their General Education Program.
+ Students should attempt ENGL and MATH foundation requirements within completion of the first 24 credits of college level work or at the
completion of any prerequisite or required non- credit coursework.
+ Any credit hours beyond the minimum in General Education (31 Credit hours) or Core courses are counted toward elective credit hours.
