FOR ROBYN SMITH, it began with a 
sore throat. She called her boss 
at the local Apple Store where she 
worked full-time to save money for 
school. Suddenly, with just 30 days 
before fall semester, things started 
spiraling out of control.

Robyn had to quarantine for 14 
days. She had to get tested for 
COVID-19 and then be cleared by 
a doctor before she could return to 
work. The waiting seemed endless 
– days turned into weeks.

“By the time I got in to see a 
doctor, I had been out of work for 
a month and a half,” Robyn said. 
“I was out of money and I didn’t 
know how I was going to make it.”
