statement must have your name or the name of your
sponsor. If you have a sponsor, a letter from his/her
employer is required that must include the sponsor’s
annual income and length of employment. It must be
a current statement that shows evidence of funding
to cover the estimated annual education expenses.

All international students are required to purchase
and maintain adequate health insurance coverage as
required to maintain your legal status.

The amount of financial support varies each year depending on the tuition costs. Tuition is set each year in July for the
following academic year.

Over 20 programs have attained national and
international accreditation. The University’s
business programs hold prestigious international
accreditation from the Association to Advance
Collegiate Schools of Business (AACSB).

West Chester University is ranked by Kiplinger’s
Personal Finance as a “Best Value” among the
country’s top 100 public universities for its top-
flight academics and affordable costs.
